In no way did I have any intent to step on any toes as it were through the communication I began to forward out across the ASTC system. I do at times get a full head of steam and display an open zeal toward the creation of the field of Planetary Development and I suppose it comes out at times a little inappropriately and for that I apologize. 
Like I had discussed over the phone with you I came to the ideology of planetary development over a period of years while working and as a volunteer at the Kopernik Space Education Center or www.kopernik.org at its observatory complex. It was here at Kopernik that I spoke about the greater issues across our society and the world at large. I would do so by integrating ideas of planetary development into the web of discussion revolving around that evening’s astronomical programs. At the telescopes, I established a platform to speak about the great issues facing or world interjecting solutionary techniques on the specific topic or area covered all revolving around the astronomical program given. If you wish to contact Kopernik please do so, ask for Roy Williams and he will be able to tell you just how big of a soap box I stood on regarding these issues. I also to a lesser degree did the same at the Cranbrook Institute of Science or www.cranbrook.org with then several years ago Jeffrey Bass as it’s director and now Mike Narlock who directs the observatory and planetarium complex who then was Jeff’s assistant at the time I went through Cranbrook. Presently by way of a job transfer from Michigan to Florida I work as an analytical geologist with EMSL Analytical, Inc. Here in Florida I have continued the same type of platform at the Orlando Science Center or www.osc.org with Eric Hoin the director of the Crosby Observatory on site there at OSC. A majority of my work in Florida though has been out at the University of Central Florida’s Robinson Observatory operated by the Central Florida Astronomical Society or www.cfas.org with Walter Hamler as President. 
I began this strange odyssey toward planetary development in 1982 when I started at Kopernik and I have been involved with a host of astronomical societies and or organizations that take a much larger view of our civilization to assist me in this path. By the end of the 1980’s I became aware of ASTC as an umbrella organization connecting Science Centers across the country. And, through my work at the Roberson Museum and Science Center or www.roberson.org at the Link Planetarium with then Greg Rawlings as its director I became aware of AAM as well. I wish to say this very clearly about ASTC and AAM their centers, facilities and operations are to use an old term “the finest of kind”.  ASTC and AAM add a value to the standard of life and the enhancement of the human condition that cannot be measured it all speaks to the wholeness and the greatness of who we can be, our ideas, hopes and dreams of and for the future itself for all of our worlds citizens.
